ÁProbate Conservatorship 

 

ÁLimited Conservatorship 

 

ÁInvoluntary or ñLPSò Conservatorship  



Probate Conservatorship 

ÁUsually Seen in cases involving Elderly 

Adults with Disabilities such as Alzheimer's 

or Dementia 

ÁInitiated by Petition to the Court 

ÁCan include: 

ïConservatorship Over the Person 

ïOver the Estate 

ïOr Both 

 



Conservatorship Over  

The Person 

Conservator Responsible for All Decisions 

Related to the Care of the Conservatee: 

ü Where The Conservatee Will Live 

ü     Medical Decisions 



Conservatorship Over the Estate 

Conservator has Complete Control Over 

Financial Resources of the Conservatee: 

 

× Can Sell Property or Other Assets 

×      Responsible for Paying Bills 

×      Must Provide Accountings to the Court

ÁPetition to the Court 

ÁService on Conservatee and All Other 

Family Members 

ÁConservatee Has Right to Independent 

Representation 



Limited Conservatorships 

ÁAvailable for Disabled Adults- 18 years or 

over 

ÁAllows Conservator to Provide Limited 

Oversight in Certain Areas 

ÁPetition will State What Areas Conservator 

Wants Limited Control  



Examples of Limited 

Conservatorship 

ÁDecide Where Your Child Will Live           

(But Not in a Locked Facility) 

ÁProvides Access to Doctors and Control 

Over Medical Management 

ÁCan Prevent Conservatee From Entering 

Into Contracts 

ÁCan Control Right of Conservatee to Marry 



Why Use Limited 

Conservatorship? 

V  At 18 Your Child is Legally an Adult 

V  HIPPA/Medical Privacy Laws Preclude 

Doctors from Discussing Care Without 

Patientôs Consent 

V  Power of Attorney or Consent is Void As 

Soon As Child Makes Any Act Inconsistent 

with Consent
